Greetings in Jesus!
Christ Covenant Church in Grande Prairie has experienced many good blessings
from God this year. We began the year with about 50 people, meeting for worship in
the afternoon at a local Christian school. In February of 2008 the Lord enabled us to
relocate to a seniors recreation center in downtown Grande Prairie, where we now
meet at 10 AM on Sundays.

The Lord has continued to bring us people. We were not sure what to expect when
we planted this church, what kind of people we would attract, but we asked the Lord
that He would bring us those whom He desired.

We have had adversities and challenges. Two young men from one of our families
were excommunicated, and have not returned.

Gallant, was having some severe problems with visual delusions, but God used this
to cause our whole body to gather round and help, so this particular adversity has
been a great blessing to our church.
We are continuing to divide up the preaching duties between three of our elders,
Dale Callahan, Tim Gallant, and George Plante. “It does not seem to be broke,” we
say, “so why fix it?”. Jamie Soles continues to oversee the music, and our very
capable deacon Leo Wattel continues to serve with joy.

We were able to assist a new work in Fort St. John, BC to get up and running (Trinity
Covenant Church) in April. The Lord has brought into being something that we have
been working on and praying about for several years, and for this we are thankful.

We currently have in attendance 76 people, if everyone whom we expect to be here
comes.

History of Christ Covenant Church: Christ Covenant Church is a Church plant from Grace
Bible Church of Elgin in 1999. Terry was pastor of Grace Bible Church (GBC) from October
1990 to 2000. Terry pastored both works until a pastor was called for GBC. GBC has always
been distinctly Reformed Baptist. As GBC grew through the 1990’s, there was a group of about
eight families commuting from Wallowa County, which is approximately 50 miles distance
through rough terrain. Traveling difficulties (especially in the winter time), together with the desire
among the families in Wallowa County to start a private Christian school, led Pastor Terry to
discern that it was the Lord’s will that he be the church planter and pastor in Wallowa County.
After much prayer and counsel, a man was called for the pulpit ministry at Grace Bible. Scott
Brazil is a graduate of Westminister seminary in the west and of Masters Seminary . He is a
good man and has been serving faithfully at GBC for the last eight years. During the early days
of GBC, the Elders wandered to Moscow for ministerial conferences. The Elders, at times, felt
a bit of a rub (being Baptists) but never felt unloved. Since starting CCC, Pastor Terry has
come to a more complete understanding of Covenant theology and federal theology. This has
created some tension with the folks at GBC and, at times, has strained relationships. Two
families left CCC and returned to GBC because of these differences. And one family from GBC
is now attending CCC for the same reason. But, those events have all settled down these days.
We still share in joint family camps but with considerably less administrative involvement. We
began as sister churches like twins, then simply sisters, now we wonder if one of us was
adopted.
 
Current location:  The chapel of the Lostine School house, which is also the home of Provi-
dence Academy.

Doctrine: CCC constituted under the GBC Statement of Faith while holding to the
Westminister Confession of Faith, and the London Baptist Confession of 1689 as secondary
doctrinal standards. It is with great praise that CCC enjoys real heartfelt fellowship among
adherents to one or the other confession, in spite of the hesitations one may have in embracing
others who hold to one or the other of these secondary doctrinal standards.
 
Polity: We govern with Elders and Deacons, understanding that parity is not the same as
influence. We are blessed with excellent teachers , some of whom are not Elders. Curt Bakker
is a case in point. He is no stranger to CCC, for he served with pastor Terry as a teaching Elder
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at GBC, Distance from the church is the main obstacle to Curt’s involvement as an elder. He
lives about 70 miles from where CCC meets for worship.

Church Life In Christ Covenant:  On a scale of one to ten, eleven. CCC has enjoyed great
fellowship and great opportunities for service. Special times of worship, singing, eating or better
said, we have been “breaking bread from house to house with glad and sincere hearts.”

Reckoned by household: CCC has 21 member households
Average attendance on the Lord’s Day: 75 -85 souls

Baptisms: Since presbytery last year, CCC has had seven infant baptisms, and one adult
baptism. Three households have been added since last year. Since presbytery last year, we have
had one suspension from the Lord’s Table, one death and several weddings.

Regular Ministr y: CCC meets regularly on the Lord’s day. We start with corporate prayer at
9:30AM, with an all church Sunday school at 10:00AM. We completed our study of Genesis,
and have been studying Exodus for the last couple of years. Rich stuff. We meet monthly during
the Sunday school hour for Psalm Sing, learning a new Psalm , in parts, each month. The Elders
meet at least monthly. We have Mens’ meeting once a month and prayer meeting once a week.
Every other year we host a missions conference, and on the off year we host a special speaker.
This year we had Steve Schlissel with us. It was great, of course.

This last summer , we conducted what we called ‘M’ nights. We have always said that
when we study the Bible it will be with no excuses, with a capital BIBLE. We need no pizza
lock-ins to trick young people into coming. But, we have also said that when we seek to have
fun it, too, will be spelled with a capital FUN. Every Monday (get the ‘M’) we gather together
somewhere in the county from 6:00pm to whenever . Each Monday offered something a little
different. Every first Monday of the month was Movie night. We learned how to watch a movie
and critic it better than a 12 year old. Thank you Doug Jones for your inspiration. Every second
Monday was Meal night. We learned about food and fellowship. We ate like Italians, authentic
Mexican, cowboy style and a Jewish Sader. Every third Monday was Music night where we
discussed music in all it’s applications, and then pulled out the instruments and jammed. This
included drums, guitars, trumpets, harmonicas, violins, and whatever else was played, even a
French horn. Thanks mostly to Darrell Brann’s talent, music night was a favorite. Every fourth
Monday we had Ministry night. We helped folks in the community with tasks like painting
houses and tearing down a collapsed barn. The consensus of the flock is to keep going with this
program even though summer is ended, even if it is not exclusively Monday nights.

Overall, body life is good. We celebrate an annual day of rest on the river in Imnaha.
Rest Sunday was especially eventful this year for several reasons. We had seven baptisms, one
being a mother and her daughter. We also had a close brush with death for Andrew Hurly, a two
year old boy. He fell into the river and floated over 100 yards before someone saw him pop up
in the hole in which they were fishing. He was grabbed just before entering the rapids. “Oh Lord
, teach us to number our days..” God is good to His people and we humbly rejoice.

Providence Academy is in its eighth year of ministry. Even with God’s clear hand of
blessing and favor on us we still prayerfully seek God’s help to raise the standard of excellence
at the School. We are always looking for gifted teachers to assist us in this endeavor. We have
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also have had some opposition among some “Christian Public School” teachers who see us as a
threat to the declining enrollment in the local schools. Although that is certainly true, we seek to
engage them in godly conversation and to win them to the duty and high calling of Christian
education.

Missions Support:  CCC regularly supports the Children’s Home in India, which is affiliated
with the PCA and the Netherlands Churches. The Children’s Home is in associated with Mis-
sion to the World. The three homes are for children who have parents with Leprosy. The
founder of that home was the family of Gordon and Beth Taylor. Today Gordon’s son Calvin
Taylor helps run the home and schools. A seminary has been started in conjunction with the
Children’s Home. The Taylors’ daughter is a member of the work at CCC, which is the source
of our contact with this special ministry. Plans are in the making for Pastor Terry to be making a
trip in the Spring of next year to the mission in Bogphur, which is in Northern India, at the base
of the Himalayas.

CCC dedicates 10% of the budget to Missions benevolence, and other services. God has
been good to us this year, teaching us important lessons, comforting us in the journey of life and
helping us to grow in our understanding of the Church. Joining the CREC was a defining moment
for CCC as we seek to enhance the witness of the broader church to the world (John 15:17).
